3. Officer’s Reports

b. Treasurer’s report. The treasurer was absent and no report was given. 
4. Old Business

a. Fall Festival – discussed. Date and time set for November 4, 2011 from 6:00-8:00 at Pride Stadium. Poster contests for elementary kids discussed. Officers voted to allow Seniors to decide the theme of the Fall Festival this year; the Seniors decided on Disney Pixar as the theme. 5. New Business

a. New Fundraisers: mystery dinner, talent show, Christmas Pageant, Poinsettia sale, Fruit Sale, any others. Raffles. Mattress Sale with Sleepy Hollow. Teresa Sharp (Annie’s Mom) has agreed to head up the murder mystery dinner(s).
